


 

 GLASS ONLY CART 
 

 GLASS--Clean Bottles and 
Jars only—all colors together 
loose in the cart 

 

COMMINGLE CONTAINER 
 

 PLASTIC-Jugs, Tubs & Bottles 
ONLY remove & throw away caps/lids  

 PAPER-Mail, Newspaper, cereal & 
dry food boxes, colored paper, maga-
zines, phone books, paper bags, 
wrapping paper Shredded Paper 
must be contained in a paper bag 
with the top rolled down 

 METAL-Food and Beverage Cans 
and CLEAN Aluminum Foil.  Lids 
should be secured inside the can by 
leaving attached and pushing inside 
or by placing the lids inside the cans 
and smashing down only the open 
end.  Lids may be also be thrown 
away.  Foil should be shaped into a 
ball no smaller than a fist. 

 CARDBOARD-Flat and unwaxed 

 ASEPTIC (TetraPak) cartons 
Gable Top Milk and Juice Cartons 

Examples of items that can 
NOT be recycled: 

 NO plastic containers smaller than 
6 oz.  

 NO plastic bags or plastic wrap of 
any kind 

 NO prescription pill bottles 

 NO paper towels, cups, plates, nap-
kins, tissues, foil wrapping paper, 
or paper laminated with other ma-
terials. 

 NO broken glass, ceramics, vases, 
mirrors, window glass, light bulbs, 
drinking glasses, dishes, Pyrex, or 
cookware 

 NO Styrofoam of any type 

 NO containers that held toxic mate-
rials (anything with a warning or 
caution label) 

Recycling Instructions:  Please clean all recycling 

Flatten all  
CARDBOARD  
and PAPER

Forrest Technical Coatings, more 
commonly known as Forrest Paint, has 
been an industry leader in innovation 
and clean business practices since their 
beginning in 1973. Scott Forrest started 
the business with 8 employees and 1 
chemist and has grown to serve the 
United States and international markets 
including China, South America, Australia, 
Europe, Canada and Mexico.

Scott Forrest early on recognized the 
importance of eliminating unnecessary 
heavy metals and other hazardous 
ingredients from its product. One of the 
more interesting and environmentally 
protective innovations was the use of a 
“bio-fi lter” to digest paint solvents.  By 
using bacteria the company is able to 
remove 80% of the gas emissions. The 
fi ltering system is comparable to a large 
compost system that uses bacteria to 
reduce emissions to carbon dioxide and 
water. The bio fi lter system lowers the 
cost of reducing the emissions and the 
carbon out-put which, in the industry, is 
typically burned off. 

The company reduces waste in other 
ways by fi nding resources for recycling 
many of the materials used such as 
buckets, pallets, electronics, metal, 
shrink wrap and fl uorescent tubes.  In 
development  are  5 gallon paint buckets 
that are made from recycled material that 
will be more easily recyclable.

Currently in the works is a pilot project 
that allows customers to return unused 
and in good condition Forrest latex paint 
to their retail store to be rebatched into a 
new 100% post consumer product .  

The work force at Forrest Technical 
Coatings has grown to 113 employees ,  
100 of whom work in Eugene; they also 
have locations in Spokane and Seattle.
