In some cases, the cost of collecting and processing
the material is more than the current market value. It

is vitally important that what goes into your commingle
recycling containers are only the acceptable items and that
the materials are clean and properly prepared to ensure
continued success and service without additional charge.

Recycling Spoken Here
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Examples of items that can
NOT be recycled:

—> NO plastic containers smaller than
6 oz.

—> NO plastic bags or plastic wrap of
any kind

—> NO prescription pill bottles

—> NO paper towels, cups, plates, nap-
kins, tissues, foil wrapping paper,
or paper laminated with other ma-
terials.

—> NO broken glass, ceramics, vases,
mirrors, window glass, light bulbs,
drinking glasses, dishes, Pyrex, or
cookware

—> NO Styrofoam of any type

—> NO containers that held toxic mate-
rials (anything with a warning or
caution label)
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
