January 1, 2009, Oregon began its first state-wide program for collecting 4 designated electronic items at
no-cost to the general public. In the first three months of the program 4,938,541 pounds of televisions,
computers, laptops and monitors were collected. An additional 8,938 units were diverted for reuse. Computers
accounted for 11% of the pounds recycled, monitors 33.3%, and the bulk of the material collected were
televisions weighing in at 55.7% of the total pounds recycled.

—> NO plastic bags or plastic wrap of

— PAPER—Mail, newspaper, cereal .
any kind
